The first day of school for SENIORS is Tuesday, August 27th, from 7:30  a.m. to 11:20 a.m.   All grades will 
report on Wednesday August 28thth and Thursday August 29th at 7:30 AM for a full days.  Please note that students 
are not permitted in the building before 7 A.M. each day. Students are to report directly to homeroom. Students 
assigned to a different homeroom and new student homeroom assignments, if applicable, will be indicated on the E-
School Home Access Center.  Homeroom is utilized to communicate important information each day, so be on time 
and present each day. 
 
There will be many decisions to make as you think about your future, and the Senior Center Staff is more than ready 
to help you through this process.  Your guidance counselors will be a critical part of your life during this upcoming 
school year.  By now, you should have logged in to Naviance, and completed your BRAG SHEET.  Hopefully, you 
have also taken the time to complete the career assessments (“About Me” tab).  In addition, the following is a 
mandate from the state as it pertains to the new PA Future Ready Index: 12th graders will complete a certification 
such as CPR, Microsoft Office or a work-based learning experience before graduating. Please see the attached 
document that will allow you to report a volunteer experience from over the summer.  Please complete this form (if 
it applies to you) and bring it in the first week of school. All of this will provide pertinent information to your 
counselor to get you ready for your future.  Be sure to consult and talk with your counselor throughout the course of 
the year as you explore the options that are available to you after graduation.  There will be a College Planning 
Session on September 18 2019, at 6:00 PM in the Performing Arts Center. Any questions regarding this event 
should be directed to your counselor.  
 
One change for this year is the process of completing registration cards and updating emergency information. 
THESE DOCUMENTS WILL NOW BE ACCESSIBLE VIA HOME ACCESS CENTER. It is essential to 
provide us with this information.  If you have changed your address, an official change must be made at Central 
Registration office.  The nurse’s office requires every student to have updated emergency information on file to 
receive treatment.   Also, a reminder that the State of Pennsylvania requires a 2nd dose of the Meningococcal 
Conjugate Vaccine (or one after the age of 16)  for 12th grade entrance.  Students have been reminded of this 
via Schoology and mailings since last school year.  If you have received notice,  you will be sent HOME on the 
5th day of school if you do not have updated vaccines. Make your doctor appointments now!  You may also 
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contact the Department of Health for free Immunizations if you are uninsured/underinsured 610-447-
3250.  Please call if you are not sure if you are up to date on this shot! 
  
As a class, we will be 
sponsoring the Pep Rally, Powder Puff, Homecoming Festivities, Winter Formal, and of course, Senior Appreciation 
Day and the Senior Prom at Drexelbrook.
